Salary and Finances
Salary from Christ Community Church $14,000 per year, plus full 
benefits
Salary from raising support up to $18,000 per year
Account surpluses will remain in each individual’s account until departure. 
Upon departure, surpluses in an individual’s account are transferred to a 
general account.
